Smoke Signals Report January 2011 
Siyo, Brothers & Sisters in Christ,  
This year will be my seventh year serving as a two-year missionary for Mission to the World (MTW). Yes, I know that’s sounds a little funny but I keep renewing my role every two years and two years has turned into seven, and a lot has happened in those seven years. The following is a summary of what is in store for 2011.  
Last week I returned from MTW’s Native American Field Council meeting held in Phoenix, AZ. It was a great meeting and we discussed many ways to recruit and move the current projects forward, and developed new ministries on reservations and in the cities. (FYI: 90% of mission work to Native American is on reservations, today 73% of Native Americans are now living in the city.) While there, we met with Huron Claus of CHIEF to discuss various ways MTW can partner with them and assist with their discipleship, leadership, and economic development ministries. I am excited to begin praying about new opportunities for ministry to Native people across the US. If God allows this new expansion it will give me more opportunities for discipleship, and encouraging missions for Native people. Please pray for me, and the Native American Field Council, as we seek God’s wisdom and direction for Native Ministry in the New Year. Exciting things are happening.  
Eastern Band Cherokee Nation, Cherokee, NC 
After 12 years of leading discipleship programs for the women of Cherokee I believe this year God is bringing these programs to an end with those I have been serving these past seven years. Those who have supported this ministry for some time know my whole focus of ministry has always been to raise up Cherokee people to minister to their own. I believe we must always focus on the potential they have in Christ and not on the plight. Now the women are ready to reach out to their own people and serve in various roles within their local church. Some are also ready to disciple and mentor new believers, and maybe even start new Bible study groups. I have developed an outreach program that will allow them opportunities to follow-up on those the MTW teams meet each year. Five ladies went on their first visits this month and shared the Gospel and prayed with each woman they met. One lady prayed to receive Christ and we will continue to follow up on her. My prayer is that they will continue to visit each month and even assist the summer teams by following up on those that need additional visits each week. Please pray these women will keep serving and desire to reach their own people with the Gospel. Pray for me as I step back, encourage and develop programs like these for our people.  
MTW Summer short-term ministry: Cherokee, NC 
Summer 2011 weeks: June 4 – August 6 
Once again we will host nine weeks of ministry to incoming teams. The same types of ministries will be offered along with a few new programs. Please pray for Mike Peifer, Bettye Redd, the summer associate staff, and kitchen staff, and for interns for the summer mentorship program both male and female are needed. God answered prayer and a team from VA will be leading the women’s sewing ministry program this summer. I know the Cherokee women will be excited to hear this news.  
Lummi Nation, Bellingham, WA 
Summer 2011 weeks: July 9 – 16 & July 16 – 23  
Our 15th summer went very well at Lummi. Teams served for two weeks, participating in a variety of ministry programs. Our construction ministry continues to assist many of the Lummi people with various construction needs. This year we worked with the Lummi Housing Department and assisted them with repairs to the playgrounds at Mackenzie Housing and other repairs to the homes in the project. Our first week, we continued with our relationships with the staff and youth of the ROC center at Mackenzie through a VBS program and begin a new one at Smokehouse Apartment Complex. We also did a ministry with the elders of Little Bear Senior Center and participated in the Lummi Youth Health Fair. Both weeks teams participated in door-to-door visitation and continue to build relationships through sports ministry programs at the Stommish Grounds where many of the Lummi youth come just to have fun and hang out. We continue to work on our relationship with the new PCA church plant Christ Church Bellingham. The pastor Nate Walker and some of the members of his church came out our first week and joined us for a meal and a game of tag football with the Lummi youth. Our prayer is to assist this church in building relationships with those we have come to know at Lummi. Please pray as we look at developing different types of ministry programs such as an all day camp at the ROC center, new health fair program, and small engine repair seminar for the men. Pray for Paul J (a Lummi) who is considering coming to Cherokee for two weeks during our summer short-term program. Paul is a new believer and this will be his first exposure to missions outside his reservation. 
First Nations Cree Hobbema Reserve, Alberta, Canada 
2011 Summer weeks: Louis Bull & Montana Reserves July 16 – 23 
At the end of September, as a member of MTW’s Native American Field Council, I was able to visit the Hobbema Reserve in Canada. During our time we met with Pastor Marcus Toole, a MTW Missionary and church planter, and observed his ministry among the Cree Nation. I learned a lot about ministry in Canada. How it’s done in the cold, cold winter months, the many challenges Marcus faces daily and how he has grown through these challenges. I also learned how God would use those he had redeemed to pray and minister to their own. My greatest blessing was being allowed to join the Bible study held at a Cree elder’s home and hear their testimonies of God’s goodness and also the current struggles they were encountering. Pastor Marcus is doing a great job and has learned so much in the past nine years. The Hawk Radio ministry and orchard program continue to be highlights of Pastor Marcus’ ministry. As he continues to minister to the people of the four reserves of the Hobbema Nation, he has been blessed with a great support and encouragement team through the Western Canadian Presbyterian and his over-site committee for the Jesus Church. These men are committed to not only praying for Marcus but also taking people from their churches to assist with this ministry. While I was there we also visited with the chief of the Montana reserve, a very traditional reserve, much like the Lummi Tribe. Chief Carolyn Buffalo requested that MTW send teams to work on their tribal administration building. MTW will be leading a project there the week of July 16 – 23. There is a good possibility I will be serving as associate staff on this project. Please pray for us as we embark on a new territory of ministry. We do expect a lot of spiritual warfare because there are many medicine men on this reserve that will not want us there. Pray for Pastor Marcus and the need for interns and full-time missionaries to assist him.  
Other Native News Updates: 
The Native American edition of the “Book of Hope” is being published again. There was a rumor that it would not longer be published. Due to the demand they will release the third edition sometime in December. The cost may increase a bit but not much. This book is a great outreach tool for any Native American and First Nations tribes. For more information or to order these books contact: One Hope at www.onehope.com  
We are still working on the Native American DVD that some of you participated in 2009. Our prayer is that it will be completed by spring or summer of 2011. 
Cherokee – Praise God!! Mike Peifer and I got news in November from Tommy Lambert, the new General Manager of the Cherokee Boys Club, that the swimming pool at the Goose Creek camp will be removed sometime this year. Yes, it’s finally going to happen! We will also be building a new bathhouse to replace the old round bathhouse. All this is depending on the weather so please pray for good weather to accomplish all that needs to be done. 
Cherokee - Follow-up: Rough Branch and Old Mission Estates, these are two areas that we reach with our various VBS programs in the summer in Cherokee. I recently learned that at least three of the local churches are sending vans to these areas to pick up families for their services. Praise God! Please keep these churches in your prayers. 
MTW News – Dave & Bernie Krueger, who have served as project administrators for MTW for 14 years retired in December. We are thankful for their heart and service to the Lord and Native American & First Nations people. Please pray for Dave’s health and for MTW as they seek a replacement for this position. 
As you can see a lot is happening in Native ministry and the fields continue to be “white unto harvest.” Please continue to pray for the great need of interns and missionaries for these fields. Short-term work is great and God uses it to open many doors but it’s the long-term work that can really make a difference. God bless you for your partnership in this ministry.
