I was blessed with two great teachers, June Smith and my granddaughter Cameron, who is four. Both are fluent speakers of the Cherokee language.

2. Praise God our spring break program is growing! We will have a total of five teams serving in Cherokee the months of February, March & April. Please pray for these teams and those they will be ministering.

3. Pray for Mike Peifer, Carol Gann, and me as we plan, prepare and set up the ministry programs and construction programs for this summer’s short-term work. Pray for the Cherokee contacts that continue to work with us and assist us with meeting the needs of the youth, families and elders of the area.

4. Pray for the upcoming CHIEF Leadership Sonrise Summit in Phoenix, AZ and for all the Native people attending. Pray especially for me as I prepare to present a session on missions that will show them the opportunities they have to serve in the field and give them guidance that will help them get there.

5. Praise God for the long awaited work on the Cherokee camp that has gotten done just this past week!  The old pool is removed, filled in and new grass planted, and old bathhouse has been torn down and removed. Pray for Mike Peifer and the team who will be building the new bathhouse that things will go smoothly, for good weather, and all that is needed for this project will be provided.

6. Pray for the protection of the camp from vandals and pray for those who are doing such things.

7. Praise God as He continues to hear our prayers and use the Cherokee people to provide things that keep our ministry moving. Last week we were offered two vacant trailers. If we wanted them we just needed to move them. They were in good shape and once the tribe gives us the approval to place them on the Challenge property we will move and set them up. This new facility will be a great asset that will allow us to offer ministry programs year-round. Pray for a quick approval and that all is needed to set these trailers up will be provided. 

8. Continue to pray for help for me on the Cherokee field. Pray for a family or couple. We need a team in order to keep the ministry going year-round. God is doing his part by providing the needs and the facilities we just need people like you on the field willing to serve not just in the summer but also year-round. 

9. Pray for Norman Beck who will be serving as a summer intern with us. He is the only intern we have this year and he will be working with the Cherokee boys and assisting with the summer teams.

10.  Pray for the Project Orientation Trainings that will be hosted in April to prepare the teams for the summer. Pray for me as I assist with the project set-up for Cherokee, Lummi and Hobbema.

11. Pray for the Lummi project as we plan for some new ministries programs such as a small engine repair seminar for the men.

12. Pray for the Hobbema Cree project on the Louis Bull and Montana Reserves. Pray for the MTW staff, and the Cree people as we set up a new project in Montana and reach out to this very traditional tribe.
