    Teaching at The Cove: Prescription for Renewal  

Oct 9th to 11th Mike had the opportunity to give a talk on ñBasics of Fracture Man-

agementò near Asheville, NC, at Billy Grahamôs conference center called The Cove.  

He also led a skills station teaching participating doctors on how to apply various 

splints and casts for managing common fractures in the mission hospital setting.  It 

was a popular hands-on session as was a skills lab sponsored by the orthopedic hard-

ware company Synthes.  In this lab a friend of Mikeôs from Atlanta, Dr. Doug 

Lundy, an orthopedic traumatologist, trained attending doctors on the basics of ap-

plying a frame to lower extremity fractures called an external fixator. Mike uses this 

device very commonly at Tenwek to treat bad lower leg fractures with the fractured 

bones exposed in a wound.  Synthes, a secular company, very generously supplied 

the plastic bones, tools, and trainers at no cost to the conference organizers or to the 

students.  Many of the participants felt they would be able to use these techniques on 

future trips overseas as short term volunteer doctors with World Medical Mission 

who sponsored the conference.  Many orthopedic surgeons were in attendance at the 

conference and several talked to Mike about future short term service at Tenwek.
