� We fly out of Chicago O’Hare August 13th 
and arrive in Nairobi the 14th.  Pray for 
safe travel and that our 25 checked-through 
bags will arrive with us. 

� John will pick up his work permit in Nai-
robi, we’ll buy some groceries, and head to 
Tenwek the 17th or 18th.  Pray for wisdom 
in all the decisions to be made, and people 
to reconnect with as we settle into life at 
Tenwek. 

� August 27 and 28 is New Parent Orienta-
tion at Rift Valley Academy, where Re-
becca and Julia will attend school this year.  
The whole family will attend orientation and then leave the girls at the boarding school, about 3 
hours from Tenwek.  We hope to see them every few weeks, but it will still be a huge adjustment 
for all of us.  Pray that we’ll know God’s grace to be sufficient.  Pray they’ll make good friends 
and establish good patterns for studying and living in community at RVA. 

� In September John will be back at Tenwek Hospital, teaching, training, and working alongside 
Kenyan and missionary colleagues.  Pray he’ll be led by the Lord in determining priorities, and in 
all the relationships involved.  Pray that God will continue to touch patients with his healing grace 
physically and spiritually. 

� Linda will begin homeschooling Joel and return to the women’s ministry in September.  Pray for 
wisdom in direction, in dealing with leadership issues, and discerning the Lord’s priorities daily.   

� Pray that all of us would pursue Jesus with all our hearts, and grow to become more like Him.  
This is God’s dearest desire for us, and ours, too.
